lllegal Parking

The parking situation is deteriorating drastically. Not only are some parents parking in a dangerous manner
outside school, some are now using the school car park (which is trespassing) without permission. Others
are now parking on double yellow lines and also on the grass outside of neighbouring properties, churning
this up and blocking local residents’ driveways.

Going forward, anyone using our school carpark will receive a warning letter and the registration numbers
will be taken. If this is then repeated, the registration will be reported to the authorities. As for people
parking illegally, Essex has urged me to share the contact details of the South Essex Parking Partnership:

Parking in this way outside our school is a hazard to our children and it must stop. In September, | asked
Essex Crossing Patrol to reassess our footprint (in my view increased by Glenwood School increasing in its
size) as they needed to see an increase to allow us to have a Crossing Patrol Person once more.
Unfortunately, our footprint did not meet the threshold when they did their assessment in late October.
This means we must insist people park sensibly to allow children to cross the road safely.
